A root hub supports two USB ports. If a third-party USB 3.0 root hub is present, it will be listed separately from USB 1.1/2.0 root hubs. Root hubs are connected to host controllers, but the relationship between the number of root hubs and host controllers listed in Windows Device Manager differs depending upon the USB version in use and the system’s features. Table 6-1 lays out the guidelines.
